WASHINGTON (AGENCY)

President-elect Donald J.
Trump is expected to name
Senator Marco Rubio of
Florida as his secretary of
state, three people familiar
with his thinking said on
Monday, as Trump moves
rapidly to fill out his foreign
policy and national security
team. Trump could still
change his mind at the last
minute, the people said, but
appeared to have settled on
Rubio, whom he also con-
sidered when choosing his
running mate this year.
Rubio was elected to the
Senate in 2010, and has
staked out a position as a
foreign policy hawk, taking
hard lines on China, Iran,
Venezuela and Cuba in par-
ticular. He initially found
himself at odds with those
Republicans who were
more sceptical about inter-
ventions abroad, but he has
also echoed Trump more
recently on issues like
Russia’s war against
Ukraine, saying that the
conflict has reached a stale-
mate and “needs to be
brought to a conclusion”.
Despite speaking in hard-
line terms about Russia in
the past, Rubio would likely

go along with Trump’s
expected plans to press
Ukraine to find a way to
come to a settlement with
Russia and remain outside
Nato. It is unclear whether
the leaders of Ukraine or
Russia would be prepared
to enter into talks at
Trump’s urging Rubio has
been among the most out-
spoken senators on the
need for the US to be more
aggressive on China. He has
adopted positions that later
became more mainstream
in both parties. For exam-
ple, while serving in
Congress during the first
Trump administration, he
began advocating industrial
policy meant to help the US
better compete with China’s
economy. Rubio also served
as a co-chairman of the

bipartisan Congressional-
Executive Commission on
China, which has aimed to
craft aggressive policy on
China, especially in trying to
address human rights abus-
es there. In 2020, Rubio
sponsored a bill that tried
to prevent the import of
Chinese goods made with
the use of forced labour by
China’s ethnic Uyghur
minority. President Joe
Biden signed it into law the
next year. A judge post-
poned a decision on
whether to undo Trump's
conviction in his hush
money case, after his
lawyers called for freezing
and ultimately dismissing
the case. New York judge
Juan M. Merchan had been
set to rule on Tuesday on
their earlier request.

Earthquake of magnitude 5.3
strikes parts of Pakistan, no
casualties reported
ISLAMABAD (AGENCY) A 5.3-magnitude moderate
earthquake on Wednesday jolted parts of Pakistan,
including the capital Islamabad, according to the coun-
try's meteorological department. According to the
United States Geological Survey (USGS), the earthquake
had a magnitude of 5.1, while the Pakistan
Meteorological Department (PMD) reported it as having
a 5.3 magnitude. “The centre of the earthquake was the
Hindukush mountain range in Afghanistan and the
depth was 220 kilometres,” according to the National
Seismic Monitoring Center in Islamabad. The earth-
quake struck at 10:13 am (Pakistan time), both the
USGS and PMD confirmed. Following the tremors, peo-
ple came out of their houses in fear. However, no casu-
alties have been reported so far.  

Social media platform X alterna-
tives surge after US President-elect
Donald Trump’s win
US  (AGENCY) Elon Musk campaigned relentlessly for
US President-elect Donald Trump, attracting on his
social media platform X/ Twitter Republican voices as
well as users from other similar apps popular with the
far-Right, like Gab, Parler and Truth Social. But it is also
turning out to be a good opportunity for rivals of X to do
business as an influx of users is being seen on Threads
and Bluesky. Both the platforms are relatively new.
Meta’s Threads was launched in July last year while
Bluesky, conceptualised by former Twitter CEO Jack
Dorsey and developed in parallel with Twitter, started its
journey in October 2021 (and became publicly available
in February). A decentralised social network  it operates
on independently run servers as opposed to centralised
Bluesky has added over 700,000.

AZERBAIJAN  (AGENCY)

President Joe Biden’s
administration has asked
the European Union to
ensure liquefied natural gas
shipments that meet U.S.
methane regulations auto-
matically comply with
Europe’s standards for
imports, according to a let-
ter seen by Reuters. Linking
U.S. and EU methane stan-
dards would safeguard
United States’ growing LNG
trade with Europe while also
cementing Biden’s methane
rules, even if they are even-
tually repealed by President-
elect Donald Trump’s
incoming administration.

"We understand that
this process will take time.
However, we would like to
begin discussions as soon
as possible, to ensure the
continued reliable and sta-
ble supply of natural gas
from the United States to
Europe," the U.S. officials
wrote in an Oct. 28 letter,
just days before Trump’s
decisive win in the Nov. 5
election. The letter was
signed by Brad Crabtree,
head of the Department of
Energy’s fossil energy
office, and Joe Goffman,
head of the Environmental

Protection Agency's air
office, and addressed to the
European Commission's
top energy official Ditte Juul
Jørgensen.

A spokesperson for the
EPA confirmed it sent the
letter with the DOE and that
the EU had confirmed
receipt. The United States is
the world’s top oil and gas
producer, and its exports of
LNG surged after Russia’s
invasion of Ukraine led
European countries to cut
their dependence on
Russian energy and seek
other sources. Methane, the
main component in natural

gas and LNG, is a powerful
greenhouse gas and more
than 150 countries, includ-
ing the U.S. and EU mem-
bers, have pledged to slash
its emissions by 30% this
decade to fight climate
change. European Union
countries approved a law in
May to impose methane
emissions limits on
Europe's oil and gas
imports from 2030, pres-
suring international suppli-
ers to cut leaks of the potent
greenhouse gas during pro-
duction and transport. The
EU has not yet designed the
exact methane limits, or

determined how another
country's domestic
methane regulations could
be considered "equivalent"
to its own. The Biden
Administration, meanwhile,
passed rules late last year
cracking down on U.S. oil
and gas industry releases of
methane, which are being
administered by the EPA.
On Tuesday, it finalized a
methane charge on large
methane leaks at oil and gas
facilities. Trump has said he
plans to reverse or revoke
dozens of Biden administra-
tion regulations to ease bur-
dens and costs for the US

energy industry, with
methane rules among the
first likely targets. On
Monday, he announced that
ally and former New York
lawmaker Lee Zeldin would
be his EPA administrator,
and said Zeldin would
"ensure fair and swift
deregulatory decisions that
will be enacted in a way to
unleash the power of
American businesses." In
August, 10 US-based trade
groups including the
Chamber of Commerce and
American Petroleum
Institute flagged concerns to
EU officials about their
methane-related import
requirements.

"The importers failing
to comply with these obli-
gations might be prevented
from importing their sup-
plies to the EU, and there-
fore the EU’s security of
supply could be severely
impacted," they wrote in an
Aug 2. letter. Jonathan
Banks, global director on
methane at the Clean Air
Task Force, an environmen-
tal group, said the EU's stan-
dards, along with others in
the works, will require U.S.
suppliers to clean up
regardless.  of any U.S. regu-
latory rollbacks.

long." “It’s almost like
watching your favourite
sports team racking up top
10 draft picks, making awe-
some trades, and topping it
all off with solid free agent
signings," commented a
person. Several people criti-

cized Trump’s
choice of Musk as
one of the depart-
ment's leaders, rais-
ing concerns such as
Musk’s South
African origin.
Another comment-
ed, "He’s not even
American - He can’t
even run Twitter
correctly This has

got to be a joke." One indi-
vidual expressed a pes-
simistic view, stating, "This
country is doomed and I’m
so serious-." Another user
pointed out the potential
conflict of interest. , writing,
"So he’s gonna be in charge
of the exact corporation
that’s supposed to keep all
of his business in check….

One
X user voiced frustration
with recent events, com-
menting, "this month just
keeps getting worse like
give us a break."

A prizewinning building,
once celebrated as Britain’s
“best,” will be reduced to
rubble if the university that
owns it has its way. The
Centenary Building, once
the glass-and-concrete tri-
umph of the University of
Salford, outside the north-
ern city of Manchester, was
the inaugural winner of the
Royal Institute of British
Architects Stirling Prize in
1996. The prize recognizes
the best new building in
Britain. Barely 29 years
later, the building has
become a white elephant. Its
critics say it is too hot in the
summer, too cold in the win-
ter, and too noisy all year. Its
“aging infrastructure means
it no longer meets modern
standards and require-
ments,” the University of
Salford said in a brief state-
ment, adding that it has
“been vacant for a third of
its built life.” But the deci-
sion to level it has pitted
preservationists against
pragmatists. Architecture
buffs are rushing to get the
Centenary Building listed as
a historic site, which could
spare it from the wrecking
ball. The university, on the
other hand — along with
the Salford City Council and

a real estate developer called
the English Cities Fund —
wants to demolish the build-
ing to make way for a $3.2
billion new city district to
be known as the Crescent.
The school, with more than

26,000 students, and its
partners see the project as a
key to fostering economic
growth in the area.
Opponents of the plan
include the Twentieth
Century Society, an organi-
zation aimed at preserving
Britain’s design heritage.
“This is a sophisticated
piece of modern architec-
ture, with clear opportuni-
ties for adaptive reuse,” the
society said in a statement,
urging the university to
reconsider. “It acted as cata-
lyst for previous regenera-
tion in the area, and could

do so again.” When the
Centenary Building was
completed in 1995, it was a
celebrated for its wide inte-
rior spaces with indirect
sunlight. When commis-
sioning the building, the

university called for a struc-
ture that would be a “fusion
of design and technology,”
according to the architect’s
brochure. The Stirling Prize
jury described it as “a
dynamic, modern and
sophisticated exercise in
steel, glass and concrete.” At
the time, the building’s
architects, Hodder+Partners,
experimented with natural
ventilation as an early ener-
gy-saving technique, forgo-
ing the need for air-condi-
tioning, Stephen Hodder, the
head architect, said in an
interview. Now, the build-
ing’s fluctuating tempera-

ture is one of the main com-
plaints against it. But it’s a
design flaw that could easily
be fixed by retrofitting the
Centenary Building with
new, more sustainable fix-
tures, Hodder said. “It
shouldn’t be retained simply
because it won a certain
prize,” he said, arguing
instead that it should be
retained out of a responsi-
bility to reduce its carbon
footprint with sustainable
design. The Stirling prize
catapulted to fame his then-
fledgling architecture firm of
six people. Hodder+Partners
went on to win another
prize, the Civic Trust Award,
in 1998. Today, it employs
30 and enjoys the prestige
of a major firm. When
Hodder received the com-
mission, the building was a
1960s-era academic struc-
ture with an interminable
corridor and barely any nat-
ural light. He envisioned
that the new design would
mimic a mall or medieval
street, with classrooms and
laboratories opening up
onto an atrium. His instruc-
tions were to build quickly
and affordably. Midway
through, the plans had to be
adjusted from housing the
department of electrical
engineering to the faculty of
art and design. As the glass,
steel and concrete.
